Two Los Angeles Short Films, “REUNION” and “MARYJANE IS ONE 
WORD”, to Screen at TCL Chinese Theatre During Golden State Film

Hollywood, CA — Friday, February 20, 2026 — Independent short films REUNION and 
MARYJANE IS ONE WORD, written and directed by filmmaker John Liang, will screen together 
as a double feature at the historic TCL Chinese Theatre as part of the Golden State Film 
Festival. 
 
The screening will take place Monday, March 2 at 7:30 PM (PT) in Theatre Four, presenting 
audiences with a theatrical viewing of both films in the heart of Hollywood. 
 
Blending intimate character drama with psychological tension, the films explore memory, 
identity, and the lingering impact of past relationships. Though distinct in tone, the two works 
complement each other through their shared focus on conversation-driven storytelling and 
emotional realism. 
 
MARYJANE IS ONE WORD centers on a charged encounter that reveals buried history and 
inherited narratives, while REUNION unfolds as a quiet but increasingly unsettling gathering 
where unresolved truths surface between people with a shared past. Both films were produced 
through Los Angeles based independent production company Lonely Devil Films. 
 
The Golden State Film Festival is known for showcasing independent cinema inside the iconic 
TCL Chinese Theatre, offering filmmakers the opportunity to present their work on one of the 
most recognizable screens in the world.
