While our story of a witch driven mad by her twin sister's death, and the death-magic and murder she
unleashes to resurrect her and seek revenge against her killers, may not sound like a laugh riot, our
unhinged tale threads the needle between hilarity and horror and features a cast of characters that

you may not always love, but that you will never forget

Asia always felt like she lived in her twin sister Ava's
shadow -- even fhough, at two minutes o|c|er, she has
always seen herself as “the big sister.” Insecure as a girl,
Asia has grown more confident and more brazen as a
woman -- fully embracing death magic and witchcraft in
her quest to bring back her dead sister. Obsessed with
returning Ava to life, Asia will stop at nothing to bring
her sister back. No matter the cost.
